The Human Head The Human Head

(Side View Tips) (Front View Tips)

A. The depth of the head is A. The human head is oval or egg shaped.
nine-tenths of the length. B. The human head is five eyes wide, with an eye
B. The ear is located just space between the eyes and to the outside of each
behind the vertical center line eye.

of the head. C. The eyes are located on the center horizontal line
C. The bottom of the back of of the head.

the skull is even with the tip of D. The tip of the nose is one and ehalf eye

E. The top of the ears are even with the eyes and
the bottom of the ears are even with the tip of the
nose.

H. The outside edges of the mouth are even with
the center of the eyes.
