But he also had something to
Teach us. How to paint a
carved rock. First seal it and
let it dry. Then paint the whole
Thing with gesso and let that dry. Then paint it a d|Iutd
solution of Payne's greyhich isa dark bluegreycolor.
After that dries, paint it burnt umber or dark brown and
what you get is a marbled effect. Added note: after
carving the rock use some bits to poke some indents into
the wood. Gene shared a beautiful relief carving of a
old Native American and two wolves which represent &
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
